A While a draft card shows that someone registered for the draft, it does not mean that he was
called up for service. Millions of men were exempted because their jobs were important to the
war effort, or because they had to support their families. Also, men under 21 were not obliged
fill out draft cards until September 12, 1918, but they could enlist.
